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I typed these works on a Brother Correctronic 50 typewtiter I think of
them as scotes to be performed on a loom or with needle and
thread. All of them were made following intensive tune spent weaving,
cloth structures on the loom but refer back to draft notation, the pre-
weaving diagrams a weaver creates or consults They were mspued by
Annt Albers’ typewrter stuches from Black Mountan College (the
umpetus for my deswe to study weaving) It was quuckly apparent to me
that her profound understanding of doth structure gave her a unigue
petspective on the gndded space the typewnter offers
